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Further to Autumn 1 Year 10 topic of holidays where you covered present, preterite and future
tenses, in this unit you will build on the superlative structures from Autumn 1, and consolidate
tenses relating to the topic of school. The topic of school allows for the introduction of modal
verbs and infinitive phrases to talk about school rules and how to be a good student. At higher
tier, more complex structures such as what your primary school was like when you were younger
(imperfect tense) will be covered which also builds on the essential verbs of habia / tenia / era /
estaba when holiday accommodation in the past was described in Autumn 1.
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
